Playback

AirPlay cannot find the speaker as an AirPlay speaker for

music streaming.

tvOS 14.3.

e Make sure that your Apple device has been connected to the
same network as the speaker.

e For a PC running iTunes for Windows, you can stream music
from your PC to the speaker through Bluetooth.

Music playback does not work smoothly when the sound
source switches from Bluetooth to Chromecast built-in,
AirPlay or Alexa.

e The quality of audio casting and playback are dependent on
the traffic and coverage of the network that connects the
speaker and your casting devices, such as phones, tablets
and PCs.

e Disconnect and reconnect the 3.5mm audio cable to the
speaker.
